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Background


SEC will be responsible for initial launch and marketing activities for the PCC devices, since the first target is the U.S.  PCC is part of the PICS division responsibilities (under Tony), which also include high-end Wizard, PDA, PMC, cell phone, and pocket computer.  


PCC channels will be very similar to those to be used for the next Wizard product.  These may differ somewhat from previous efforts, in that more emphasis will be placed on corporate sales.  Major channel will still be mass merchants.  We need to coordinate the SEC corporate efforts with MS named account activities.

SEC is still determining what applications will be included with the device.  There will be two sets - those burned into the ROM and those included on disk.  A third tier of applications were also identified which will be supported but not supplied.  The latter would be listed in a catalog to be supplied in the box.
