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If you want to use 32-bit PC Card (PCMCIA) support, install this driver using the diskette and these instructions only if your system configuration contains the following:  VoiceType Dictation version 1.32a, Windows 95, plug and play feature, and PC card (PCMCIA) drivers.  If you are reinstalling this driver, you must first follow the instructions in section V to remove the VoiceType Dictation PC card driver and then proceed with the installation.








Notes for Users of Windows** 95** Revision B


In Windows** 95** Revision B, the steps required for installing a new PC card have changed.  Therefore, the following instructions


describing how to install the driver is not accurate for your system.  When you get to the section titled, "III.  Installing The VoiceType Dictation PC Card (PCMCIA) Driver" in these instructions, just insert the IBM VoiceType Dictation PCMCIA Adapter and follow the instructions as they are 


presented by the installation wizard.








ATTENTION:  You must have version 1.32a of this product before installing this diskette.  To determine if you have version 1.32 or version 1.32a of the product installed, check the CD-ROM that came with the VoiceType Dictation package and look for the following:


·  If the label on the CD-ROM has the "Designed For Windows 95" logo on 


it, then you have version 1.32a and you can install this diskette.  Also, the version number is specified in the README.WRI file for the product.


·  If you do not see this logo on the label, then you have version 1.32.  You must request version 1.32a from the Customer Service and Support Center by calling 1-800-TALK2ME.





If you have installed VoiceType Dictation version 1.32a on a system with Windows 3.1x, then use the DOS Card and Socket Services configuration without making any changes.  





I.  Determining Current PC Card (PCMCIA) Support Mode





VoiceType Dictation versions 1.32 and 1.32a will operate if you have Real Mode support.  Only install this driver if you want to use 32-bit PC card (PCMCIA) support and only in conjunction with version 1.32a or higher.  





If you need to determine the PC card (PCMCIA) support mode for your system, then follow these instructions:





1.  Double-click on the "My Computer" icon on the desktop.	





2.  Double-click on the "Control Panel" icon.





3.  Double-click on the "System" icon.





4.  Single-click on the "Performance" tab.





5.  One of the following three statements describing the PC card (PCMCIA) support mode for your system will be displayed:


a.  "PC card (PCMCIA):  No PCMCIA sockets installed" - You currently have no PCMCIA support.  


b.  "PC card (PCMCIA):  MS-DOS Compatibility Mode" - You are currently using Real Mode support.	


c.  "PC card (PCMCIA): 32-bit" - You are currently using Protect Mode support.  The following example shows the window displayed if you have 


32-bit support installed.

6.  If you have statement "b," you can use VoiceType Dictation version 1.32 or 1.32a without installing the PC card (PCMCIA) device driver.  Follow the instructions in section II if you want to use 32-bit PC card (PCMCIA) support.  If you have statement "a," you need to follow the instructions in section II to install 32-bit PC card (PCMCIA) support.  If you have statement "c," you do not need to install 32-bit PC card (PCMCIA) support and can go to the instructions listed in section III.    





II. Installing 32-Bit PC Card (PCMCIA) Support





You must enable 32-bit PC card (PCMCIA) support to use the plug and play functions on this driver.  Remove any PC cards from the system and follow these instructions to install 32-bit PC card (PCMCIA) support .  





1.  Double-click on the "My Computer" icon on the desktop.	





2.  Double-click on the "Control Panel" icon.          





3.  Double-click on the "Add New Hardware" icon.





4.  Select the "Next" button on the first Add New Hardware Wizard window.

5.  The "Yes" radio button is selected by default. Select the "Next" button.

6.  Select the "Next" button to begin the detection process.  This procedure may take several minutes.  Refer to your Windows 95 User's Guide if you encounter difficulties.

7.  The system is ready to install support for all detected devices.  Select the "Finish" button.  The 32-bit PC card (PCMCIA) drivers have now been installed. 





8.  The PC card (PCMCIA) Wizard window is displayed.  Your existing PC card (PCMCIA) Real Mode drivers must now be removed.  Follow the instructions on the screen and then select the "Next" button.

9.  The next window displayed will vary depending on whether you had statement "a" or "b" for your PC card (PCMCIA) support mode.  Take the appropriate action based on your system configuration and then select the "Next" button.





10.  The last window displayed states that the PC card (PCMCIA) wizard is finished.  Select "Finish" to enable 32-bit support.			
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11.  Select "Yes" to shutdown your system and then reboot.  


12.  When Windows 95 restarts, you will see the error message, "VDAREG Unable to Initialize VoiceType Dictation Driver."  Select "OK" to ignore this message at this time and proceed to the next section.  





III.  Installing The VoiceType Dictation PC Card (PCMCIA) Driver





1.  Insert the VoiceType Dictation PC card into the computer.  The New Hardware Found window is displayed.    		              
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2.  The "Driver from disk provided by hardware manufacturer" radio button is selected by default; do not change this.  Insert the "IBM VoiceType Dictation PCMCIA Adapter PC card (PCMCIA) Driver diskette for Windows 95" into the disk drive.  Then select "OK". 





3.  Select drive "A:" if you are installing from the "A" disk drive.  If you copied the diskette image to your hard drive, use "Browse" to select the appropriate drive and path.  Then select "OK" to begin the installation. 
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4.  Select "OK" to install the device "IBM VoiceType Dictation PCMCIA Adapter".  





5.  Remove the device driver diskette and then select "Yes" to reboot the system. 








6.  While the system is restarting, listen for two beeps.  Also, look for the PC card icon to appear next to the time on the Taskbar.  If you do not hear the beeps, refer to the section "Resolving Configuration Conflicts".








Removing the PC Card





Attention:  Do not remove the PC card while any speech applications and/or the Speech Recognizer are running.  Close any speech applications first, then close the Speech Recognizer.  Follow the instructions below.





The following instructions are the recommended steps for removing your PC card.  Failure to follow this procedure can cause the product to work improperly.





1.  After closing all speech applications and then the Speech Recognizer, double-click on the PC card icon on the Taskbar.  
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2. Single-click on the item "IBM VoiceType Dictation PCMCIA Adapter" to highlight it.  Then select "Stop".

3.  A dialog box displays the statement, "You may safely remove this device."  Remove the PC card and select "OK".

















IV.  Resolving Configuration Conflicts





If you did not hear two beeps or if you do not see the PC card icon on the Taskbar after inserting the PC card and rebooting the system, then there has been a problem with plug and play configuration.  Follow these steps to resolve this problem.





1.  Double-click on the "My Computer" icon on the desktop.	





2.  Double-click on the "Control Panel" icon.





3.  Double-click on the "System" icon.





4.  Single-click on the "Device Manager" tab. 





5.  There will be a yellow exclamation mark (!) next to the device with the conflict.  Double-click on this device.
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6.  Select the "Resources" tab.  Select "Set Configuration Manually" to resolve any conflicts.

V.  Removing the VoiceType Dictation PC Card (PCMCIA) Driver





The VoiceType Dictation PC card must be in the computer. Follow these steps to remove the VoiceType Dictation PC card (PCMCIA) driver from the system.  





1.  Close all speech applications and then close the Speech Recognizer.





2.  Double-click on the "My Computer" icon on the desktop.	





3.  Double-click on the "Control Panel" icon.





4.  Double-click on the "System" icon.





5.  Select the "Device Manager" tab.  Double-click on "VoiceType".  Then single-click on "IBM VoiceType Dictation PCMCIA Adapter" to highlight it.

6.  Select "Remove" and then select "OK" to confirm.  When completed, select "Close".





7.  You can now remove the VoiceType Dictation PC card.  The VoiceType Dictation PC card (PCMCIA) driver is now removed from your system.
