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Purpose
Edit controls for real numbers ( TRealEdit ), integers ( TIntegerEdit ) and  positive integers ( TCardinalEdit ).

    

Input control with clipboard support. 

Watchdog.

Range check of input data.

Features
This is my version of a numeric input component. It comes with three types, each handling its special input range ( real, integer and cardinal ). 

All input is watched, a TRealEdit accepts only characters in the set [+,-,.,E,e,0,..,9], a TIntegerEdit accepts characters in the set [+,-,0,..,9] and for a TCardinalEdit only those in the set [0,..,9] are allowed.

The clipboard is also supported with the usual shortcuts, Ctrl-C, Ctrl-X and Ctrl-V.

An empty input line is interpreted as 0.

For  TRealEdit and TIntegerEdit an input line containing only a plus-sign or a 

minus-sign is also interpreted as 0.

You can allow for a certain input range by setting Validate=True and giving proper values for MaxValue and MinValue. If your input is outside your boundaries then on leaving the control’s focus the color of your input will change to ColorWarning, additionally an event will also be triggered (OnOverflow, OnUnderflow).

The ancestor class is the TCustomEdit, new properties are:

· Alignment
Select between AlignLeft and AlignRight.

· ColorNormal
Color of normal text; on entering the control, the color is reset to 

ColorNormal

· ColorWarning     Color of text, if value is not within boundaries, the color is set on leaving 
the control's focus
· FormatString
This string determines the format of the output. It is used in 

the Format-routine from Delphi, where you can look up its syntax. Example: ‘%12.5e’

· MaxValue

Determine the boundaries against which the input is checked, if Validate 

· MinValue

is set to True.

· Validate

If set to True, then the input is checked against the boundaries.

· Value 

The result. 

· OnOverflow
Two notify events, which are triggered if Validate is True and the input  

· OnUnderFlow 
lies out of the boundaries. Assign your own routines if  you want to
implement special behavior.

Remarks

The windows setting should use a . as decimal separator.

This is freeware. 

The component is added to a page called 'MyComponents' in the palette. To change that, edit the Register-procedure at the end of 'RZNEdit.PAS'.
